TO ALL CHRYSLER, DODGE AND DE SOTO DISTRIBUTORS, DIRECT DEALERS,
DEALERS AND ASSOCIATE DEALERS:

The rear  springs o f  a l l  cars  shipped by  r a i l  are t ied  down t o  reduce
car movement i n  trans it. Be fo r e  the car  is  dr iven under it s  own power
the hold-down wires at  the rear should be removed.

REINFORCEMENT
On ear l ie r  cars  shipped, t h e  hold-down wire was applied between the
brake tube and the rear  ax le housing. T o  avoid chafi ng of the tube by PLATEANDFRAME
the wire, t he  brake tube a t  the t ime of  loading was pulled to the rear
a s uffi c ient distance t o  prov ide clearance. A f t e r  the hold-down wire S I D E  MEMBER
is removed, t he  brake tube should be replaced to  i t s  or iginal position,
or the center l ine  of  the rear ax le housing. B R A C K E T S

Prior to car number 2400123 and 1039419 front springs were not equipped R A I L  SHIPMENTS
with a reinforc ing plate, bu t  on account o f  the fl ex ib i l i t y  of the front
springs i t  was necessary t o  use th is  plate ( for  r a i l  shipments only )  i n  O N L Y
order t o  prevent spr ing dis tor t ion while cars are i n  trans it.  A t  c ar
number 2427038 and 1052137 hold down brackets became effec tive; these
are bolted t o  the  frame s ide member (on r a i l  shipments only ) . T h i s
eliminates the necessity o f  us ing the f r ont  spr ing reinforc ing plates. P L Y M O U T H  PJ
Reinforcing plates or  hold down brackets shouldbe removed and scrapped.

Shortly after  the reinforc ing plate i were added t o  the front springs for
r ail shipments, a  warning tag was attached to  each steering wheel which
reads as follows:

"Both front springs are reinforced by  s teel plates  and clamps.
These are for  shipping purposes only  and must be removed before
driv ing car. A l s o  a l l  cars are t ied down at  front and rear."

The equivalent o f  the weight o f  two men on the f r ont  bumper w i l l  re-
lieve the tens ion o f  the f r ont  springs and permit removal o f  the 1/4"
"U" c lips  which anchor the reinforc ing plates to the springs.

If damage has occurred, t he  front end of the front springs w i l l  be bent
downward. S i n c e  a  f r ont  spring is  normally  fl a t  under load, any  dis -
tor tion may be eas ily  detected. Shou ld  i t  be necessary to replace one
front spring only, on cars pr ior  to ser ials  #2404744 and #1040935, f r ont
spring par t number 642714 should be used. However, i f  i t  is  necessary
to replace both front springs, part number644625 should be used. Please
note par ticular ly  that the la t t e r  spring is  usable only  in  pairs  on cars
preceding the above serials, bu t  s ingly  on cars succeeding these serials
i f  desired. I n  th is  order par t number 644625 is  adapted for  use on a l l
model P j  cars.
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There must be about 3 /8 "  clearance  between th e  lo we r end o f  the  sway
eliminator l in k s  and th e  f rame  cross member wh ich  may be obtained b y
bending the lowe r fl ange upward, with o u t  heating.
