STEERING WHEEL FIGHT, ROAD SHOCK, SHIMMY AND WANDER.

Since fi r s t  p ro d u ct io n  o f  t h e  1935  Plymouth  we have h ad  o ccasio n  t o
study vario u s comp lain ts on  stee ring .  T h e y  have been reviewed w i t h  th e
engineering and man u factu rin g  departments. C o r r e c t  ste e rin g  depends
on th e  p recise  ad justment o f  a l l  f ac t o rs  i n  a  stee ring  assembly. I t  has
been found t h at  an y Plymouth c a r  can  b e  brought u p  t o  standard  b y  the
fo llo win g  adjustments:

The 16 x 6.00 t i r e s  should be in fl at e d  t o  28#  and  17 x  5 .25  to ,32# ,
f ron t  an d  re ar .  I t  is  imperat ive  th at  th e  f ro n t  whee ls be accu rate -
ly  balanced.

Caster shou ld  b e  s e t  be tween  10 t o  30 w i t h  2-1/2o p re fe rred  w i t h
car f u l l y  loaded. Camb e r  must be  f ro m 1 / 4
0  p o s i t i v e  t o  
3 / 4 0 ,  
1 / 2 o

preferred. T o e - i n  should be f ro m 0  t o  1 /8" ,  ze ro  p re fe rred .

It  i s  imp o rtan t  t h at  t h e  K in g  P in s  are  f re e  an d  n o t  b in d in g ,  a l s o
that a l l  s te e rin g  connections are  w e l l  lu b ricat e d .  On e  o f  th e  most
common cases o f  s te e rin g  wander i s  b ind ing  K in g  P in s.  Th e  Tie  Rod
should be  checked t o  assure  t h at  i t  i s  s t raig h t  and  n o t  bent, wh ich
sometimes occu rs d u rin g  r a i l ,  b o at ,  o r  t ru ck  shipments.

(4) A d j u s t  t h e  Shock Absorber L i n k  Ru b b e r Grommets so  t h at  t h e y are
tightened u p  a s  sp e c ifi e d :  -  2 -1 / 8 "  f r o m  t o p  o f  t o p  re t ain e r t o
bottom o f  bo t tom re t ain e r a t  t h e  u p p e r e n d  o f  th e  l i n k  and 1 -5 /8 "
from t o p  o f  t o p  re t ain e r t o  bottom o f  bottom re t ain e r a t  lo we r end
of l i n k .

(5) Sway B ar  L in k  Rubber Grommets must also  be se t  up  t o  s i m i l ar  spec-
ifi cat io n s except t h e  lo we r le n g th  i s  2 -1 /8 "  and  th e  u p p e r 1 -5 /8 " .
This i s  ve ry  imp o rtan t  as  i t  reduces whee l fi g h t  and  increases c ar
s t ab i l i t y .

(6 ) D r a g  L i n k  S p rin g s should be  ad justed so l id ,  t h e n  th e  p l u g  backed
off  f o u r (4 )  f u l l  tu rn s.

(7) Steering Gears should be  ad justed  so  t h at  t h e y  have p rac t i c al l y  no
backlash i n  the  ce n te r p o sit io n .

(8) P u mp  an y a i r  o u t  o f  th e  Fro n t  Shock Absorbers by disconnecting th e
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linkage and moving the Shock Absorber Arm three complete strokes so
that the  p iston  w i l l  bottom at  each end, and then r e fi l l  w i t h  fl u id .
This procedure is  now being followed in  production wit h  good resu lts.

These adjustments, wh i le  s imp le  t o  pe rfo rm are  ve ry important and are
essential f o r  good steering and road ab i l i t y .

Also, i t  i s  h ig h ly importan t t h at  proper steering adjustments be made on
EACH NEW CAR BEFORE DELIVERY, a s  improper adjustments may re su lt  i n
excessive wear o f  steering gears, necessitat ing  the ir replacement i n  the
early l i f e  o f  t h e  c ar .  (S te e rin g  gear adjustment and lu b ricat io n  i s  a
